 Welcome 2019!  At the noon Mass 

on New Year’s Day, I said to those in attendance at the end 
of Mass that I have not spoken to anyone who is optimistic 
about the new year.  Some of you who are old enough like 
me may remember back in the 70s when it was said that as 
a country we were in a malaise.  No one felt positive about 
the state of society, the economy, our government, our fu-
ture.  I think I am sensing the same thing today.  So, I said 
to the folks at Mass and want to say here in this space to all 
our parishioners that the environment around us is often less 
than positive, but we as disciples of Jesus Christ who is sav-
ior and God have Him in our lives walking this life with us.  
Isn’t this part of the message of the Incarnation which we 
celebrate at Christmas?  God who is love comes personally 
to us.  The Spirit of God lives within us.  Our Lord gives us 
His body for nourishment.  We are constantly being re-
newed, given the resilience we need to keep up and to keep 
going by the divine Spirit which is stronger than our own 
feeble human spirit.  There will always be discouragement 
in life, but disciples of the Lord Jesus know and treasure 
something in our hearts—the spirit of love is within us up-
holding us. 
 Having said something like this on New Year’s 
Day, on Wednesday at home I proceeded to read issues of 
the New York Times which I had put aside to read after 
Christmas.  On the 24th, there was an article on the Op-Ed 
page by Peter Wehner entitled “The Power of Grace.”  In it, 
he talks about Grace, that is, the unconditional love of God 
upon all of us.  As part of his essay, Wehner turns to the 
topic of us living grace filled lives.  Quoting a friend on 
how he understood grace, he replied that grace is “some 
combination of generosity and magnanimity, kindness and 
forgiveness, and empathy—all above the ordinary call of 
duty, and bestowed even (or especially?) when not particu-
larly earned.”  Our Church calls every year a Year of Grace 
because we know that we are being given time to be steeped 
in God’s generous love which comes to us without any 
strings attached.  You and I are co-workers with God by 
living grace filled lives.  We raise up one another, we help 
to give one another resilience, hope and encouragement in 
discouraging, malaise infected times by being vehicles of 
God’s Grace to one another.  Let’s keep these two truths in 
mind throughout the ups and downs of the year. 
 Today is the great feast of Epiphany, and this year 
the 6th of January falls right on a Sunday.  In the American 
Church we move the feast to the Sunday closest to the 6th.   
With the arrival of the Maji, Jesus is recognized as God by 
Gentile people.  God, indeed, comes for all peoples, and the 
Church, the People of God, is open to people of all races 
and parts of the globe for we are one family in God.  We 
recognize and follow one light, the True Light who came 
into the world on Christmas Day.

 “The First Nowell” is know as a nar-
rative hymn, which means that it is a hymn 
that tells a story.  It is based on the Christ-
mas/Epiphany Gospel story as found in Luke 2 and Meat-
thew 2.  Specifically, the carol tells of the birth of Jesus as 
it relates to the shepherds (verses 1 and 2) and the wise 
men (verses 3-5).  The last verse calls us to action.  Just as 
the wise men reverently worshipped the Christ, we too 
“with one accord sing praises to our heavenly Lord.”  Be-
ing a narrative hymn, we will be singing all six verses.  
Were we to drop a verse or two, we would be leaving out 
an important part of the narrative!  Fortunately, “The First 
Nowell” is a familiar and fun carol to sing.
